CORRESPONDENCE

Graham Taylor reported that he had received a package re the Inter Village Sports for 2009. The final event will take place on Sunday 28th June, in Metfield, Graham is keen that Mendham take part and welcomed comments from the CoCo. Jill Kent and Mary Watson informed us that they had organised the event, on behalf of Mendham, for a number of years and that there was a great deal of work involved in organising it. Delise Musgrove suggested that we might select a few events to join in this year as a starter, Robert Watson pointed out that the more events we take part in the more points we will earn, enhancing our chance of winning. Graham Taylor asked whether the effort involved in taking part was worth the outcome, all agreed that it was, and that we should find out more information before we took a decision on taking part or not. FUNDRAISING & EVENTS 2009 

The date of the summer event was confirmed as Sunday 12th July, 2009. The event will be a Village Picnic, on the Football Field. Kaf commented that the ladies from the Church, who normally organise and run the Tea Tent and cake stalls will not be available. It was pointed out that as it will be a picnic, there will be no need for Tea Tent or cake stall. A discussion took place regarding what we could do around the picnic. GT proposed and MW seconded, that we will hire a Children’s Entertainment Company, to be paid out of CoCo funds. Lindsey Kent will get quotes of costs involved.

Suggested Itinerary as follows:

12.00 Picnic (villagers to bring own food and drink).

14.00 – 16.00 Children’s Entertainment.

KAF asked whether we should include a Fancy Dress Competition. A discussion followed and it was agreed that we will include a Fancy Hat Competition.

We then discussed the Village Get Together for this year, whether we should have a spring and autumn event and what shape it should take. Stacey Whatling proposed and Delise Musgrove seconded that we hold the Autumn Draw & Get Together at the same time. It was agreed that we hold it in the NVH, with a fish and chip supper, and that people bring their own alcohol. Possible suppliers of the Fish & Chips were suggested, JK said that we normally get a good discount from the Harleston Shops, GT said that we might be able to do a deal with Jack from the Chinese Chip shop. JK said that Sausage & Mash might be an alternative, RW pointed out that this would involved extra work. We all agreed that we have time to think about it. GT said that we currently do not have a License for the Draw, and that we will need a name to go on the Draw tickets. GT will speak to Tracey Tompkins to find out if she will agree that we use her name. He said it will make sense as Tracey runs the Tote and Draw. The event needs to be promoted in FIVE ALIVE, Kaf to organise.

MW reported that she had dealt with the people in Mendham who have been sick.

NVH

Stacey Whatling reported that they were pleased with the price that the sale of the OVH had fetched. They are currently waiting upon Building Control and Planning to proceed with outstanding works at NVH. The plans were not drawn up with the appropriate level of detail. They are also waiting for quotes for Electrical work. She also requested that if anyone has a spare hour to help out with tasks at the NVH that they please do so. Stacey said that Tony Fox had moved mountains to get to the stage that the NVH stands currently. There needs to be a decision as to the minimum requirement of building regulation in which the NVH could be opened to the public. RW will be giving a quote for the electrical work. There is still painting work to be done. Everybody is busy at the moment. Notes put through doors requesting assistance are not as successful as actually talking to people directly re outstanding works.
